The Volunteer Team 

To assist in the staging and presentation of the musical production at Mt. Bethel Elementary School, Blake Cooper Productions will continue to rely heavily on parent and community volunteers.  Below is a brief description of the committees we have had in the past and will use again for this Production.

Committee Director:  A Person that will make sure all of the volunteer jobs are being filled and everything is running smoothly within each volunteer committee. Reports to the Director often about what is going on within each committee. 

Costume Coordinator:  coordinates all costumes for the characters.  Delegates jobs for parent volunteers to measure, create or locate costumes fitting the characters and their needs as an actor.  Works with the Committee Director to ensure that the overall look of the production is the Director’s vision.

Props/Scenery Coordinator:  coordinates gathering or creation of props listed and unlisted in the script that will help create the realness to the production.  Also coordinates the scenery for the show.

Publicity Coordinator:  coordinates and delegates assignments to parent volunteers that include poster printing, playbill printing, photos, and ticket printing.  Is responsible for any advertising that might take place such as press releases.  The actual sale of tickets will be handled by Amy Valley.

Backstage Coordinator:  coordinates parent volunteers to help back stage during performances to keep children quiet, change microphones if needed, and to make sure the play runs smoothly with all actors being on stage at the appropriate times.  Is there to do anything that any of BCP staff ask them to do during the performances.  Crowd control is a must and they must be willing to “take charge” of all of the actors backstage and help them concentrate at the task of creating a professional production.

Make-up coordinator:  coordinates parents or former actors of BCP to apply theatrical  make-up during the dress rehearsals and performances.  

Transportation coordinator:  coordinates the transporting of set pieces, props, and          costumes from the rehearsal site to the performing site.  Rents a vehicle/or find volunteers to transport items, and also makes sure that all items are brought back to the storage site and the vehicle is returned if one was used.  Ensuring the items are not damaged and that enough parent volunteers are there to help load and unload all items.

Cast Party Coordinator:  works with the Director and the Committee Director to create a memorable cast party to celebrate the accomplishment of the BCP, Inc. cast and crew.  Locates a place to hold the cast party and ensures that all food, drink, entertainment and actor gifts are arranged on the scheduled day.  

House Manager:  Ensure that all VIP areas of the theater are marked and makes sure that seating is done in a timely and fair manner.  Works with the Director, and Committee Director for seating assignments and locations of VIP area.  Coordinates ticket takers and ushers to hand out playbills.  We need several teams because of our 4 performances.
